REFUNDABLE. If you cancel your trip, the amount paid for the airline ticket and the travel insurance will not
be refunded.

SST assists its clients in the choice and purchase of the travel insurance plans, limiting itself only to the
assistance during the purchase and not to the implementation of said plans. Therefore, in case of unforeseen
circumstances, you should contact your insurance company directly.

To acquire your Travel Visa you can purchase it directly at the airport during your check-in process. In case
you want it to be included in your package, please contact our team. An extra fee per visa will be added and
you will receive your visa at the address you request. We only ship within the United States. Note it will arrive
blank for you to fill out with your passport information. This tourist card is valid for 30 days. Make sure you do
not misplace it while in Cuba since you cannot leave the country without it, and please, do not detach the two
separate sides. Customs in Cuba is responsible for this.
